Modified Reciprocity Certification Program
At the September 12, 2008 regional summit to address transportation and safety issues in the metro area, Governor O'Malley, Virginia's Governor Kaine, and District of Columbia's Mayor Fenty created the Modified Reciprocity Certification Program (MRCP) and streamlined the application process for local Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) firms and Airport Concession Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (ACDBE) seeking to participate in federally-funded transportation projects throughout the metropolitan region.

Any Maryland firm currently certified as a DBE/ACDBE by MDOT may seek certification with any of the following agencies:
- District Department of Transportation (202-671-2806)

- Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (202-962-2464)

- Virginia Department of Minority Business Enterprise (804-371-0657)
- Metropolitan Washington Airports Authority (703-417-8643)
DBE/ACDBE firms headquartered outside of Maryland that are already certified by one of the agencies named above will need to submit only the following documents to MDOT’s Office of Minority Business Enterprise to initiate the certification process:
- Uniform Certification Application (Visit the Application Forms section of our website to download the application)
- Personal Net Worth statement (Read the PNW Overview and PNW Instructions available on the MBE Resources page of our website.)
- Individual federal tax return for latest tax year; 

- Corporate federal tax return for the latest tax year
- Most recent letter of certification received by the DBE/ACDBE from its Home State

- Certificate of Good Standing from Maryland State Department of Assessments and   Taxation as a Foreign Corporation (where applicable)
