	Reports analyze existing electric vehicle policies, markets, and ownership and provide guidance for new policies and charging station locations.
  
As part of a major push to prepare the U.S. Northeast and Mid-Atlantic regions for the anticipated growth in electric vehicle use, states participating in the Northeast Electric Vehicle Network have released a suite of reports and analyses to assist communities, employers, property owners, and local residents. 
 
The Network has also released a series of educational materials and a web-based tool for locating the more than 900 electric vehicle (EV) charging stations already available to the public across the region.
 
The reports are being used by states as they develop their own programs to promote electric vehicles, including the state of Massachusetts, which recently launched an electric vehicles incentive program that will help municipalities acquire EVs and build charging stations by offsetting some of the initial costs. 
 
The documents were prepared for the Transportation and Climate Initiative (TCI) and the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA) as part of a nearly $1 million U.S. Department of Energy grant supporting EV readiness activities in the Northeast and Mid-Atlantic region. The Georgetown Climate Center facilitates the TCI.
