III. Office of Government Affairs and the 2015 Session

John Trueschler and Sarah Hoyt gave a presentation outlining the Office of Government Affairs (OGA) and the 2016 Session of the Maryland General Assembly.  They highlighted their role in implementing legislative policies and how they impact transportation statewide.  They also work closely with state and federal elected officials.  A few house and senate bills that were passed and vetoed through the last legislative session were discussed. Members encouraged the presenters to engage the Commission in preparation for the lead up to and during the 2017 Session. Members also encouraged the OGA to consider them resources when discussing policies and pending legislation.

IV. Dedication Considerations

Chairman Calderwood introduced two dedications to the commission for consideration:

USMC SGT Alessandro Carbonaro, MD Route 410 Bridge in Montgomery County. Carbonaro was killed in action by an IED in Fallujah, Iraq on his second deployment in 2006.

USA SFC Lance Herman Vogeler, Motter Avenue Bridge in Frederick County. Vogeler was killed in action in Afghanistan on October 1, 2010 while on his 12th deployment.

Members recommended both for approval to the Secretary.
