Chairman James A. Calderwood called the meeting to order at 10:32 AM.  The minutes from the August meeting were approved.


III. Briefing on the North Avenue Rising Project

Mr. Stottlemyer introduced Danyell Diggs, Deputy Director, MTA Office of Planning and Programming.
Ms. Diggs presented a PowerPoint presentation on the TIGER Program that supports improvements to the North Avenue Rising Project.  Ms. Diggs also explained the seven criteria needed for a competitive transportation grant application.  The presentation has been emailed to all commission members and is also available on the MTA website.
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IV. Dedication Process

Mr. Calderwood addressed the memorandum from the Office of the Attorney General and it recommendation that the Dedication of Transportation Facilities policy be updated to include language from the recent legislation. Mr. Stottlemyer presented the proposed revisions to the policy. Items discussed included the change from “appropriate local elected officials and state legislators” to “at least on local elected official and one state legislator.” This change reflects how the policy has been interpreted and is more specific for the applicant.  Members discussed this change, as well as suggested other changes.  Mr. Stottlemyer said he would revise the policy and have an updated policy for consideration at the October meeting.


V.  Dedication Considerations
 
Chairman Calderwood shared the application for Police Officer Noah Leotta, asking that a portion of MD Route 97 in Montgomery County be dedicated in his name.  Officer Leotta was struck and killed by a drunk driver this past December while making a suspected drunk driving stop of another motorist. The ignition interlock legislation that was passed during the most recent session of the Maryland General Assembly was titled “Noah’s Law” in his memory.  Mr. VillaSanta suggested there needed to be leadership on the issue of ignition interlock at the state and federal levels.  Ms. Petzold made the motion to recommend the dedication to the Secretary based on boundaries to be defined by the State Highway Administration. The motion to consider was seconded by Mr. Lashar and the motion passed.  Mr. Lashar also brought up his desire for the Commission to take a larger policy role. Mr. Calderwood mentioned that he was meeting with the Assistant Secretary to discuss the Commission’s role after the meeting.
