III. Transportation Infrastructure and the Economy

Corey Stottlemyer presented on the approaches to modeling the impacts of transportation infrastructure investments and the tools used in the industry. The presentation differentiated analyses that look at the impact of the construction spending to that of the improvement or expansion of the transportation network. 



IV. Dedication Considerations

Chairman Calderwood introduced three dedications to the commission for consideration.  

Heroes Highway, Part of MD Route 924. Heroes Highway would honor the memory of Senior Deputy Dailey and Deputy First Class Logsdon who gave their lives in the line of duty in Harford County, as well as to recognize all law enforcement officers.  Members discussed this dedication and felt it deserved to be considered for a naming. They voted to make that recommendation to the Secretary.

Harriet Elizabeth Brown Memorial Highway, Part of MD Route 4. Harriet Elizabeth Brown was a Calvert County civil rights pioneer who was instrumental in ensuring pay equity for public school teachers regardless of race.  Harriet Elizabeth Brown worked with Thurgood Marshall to obtain pay equity for African-American teachers.  The members voted to recommend this for approval to the Secretary.

USA 1LT Robert Sediel III, MD Route 140 Bridge over MD Route 15. Lieutenant Robert Seidel, who grew up in Emmitsburg, died May 18, 2006, while on routine patrol in Baghdad, when the Humvee he was riding hit an improvised explosive device.  He was a graduate of Catoctin High School and the Military Academy at West Point. Member discussed what constituted a statement of support from a legislator and tabled the dedication for the following meeting.
