Chairman Calderwood introduced four dedications to the commission for consideration:

Former Secretary of State Tyras S. Athey, Part of MD Route 175 in Anne Arundel County. Athey was a former Secretary of State, Member of the House of Delegates, and Chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee. He served the residents of this area, as well as of the citizens of Maryland for 28 years.

USMC SGT Michael Heede, Jr., Part of MD Route 136 in Harford County. Heede was killed in action on July 13, 2009 while supporting combat operations in the Helmand Province in Afghanistan.

BCPD Officer Jason Schneider, Part of MD Route 30 in Carroll County. Schneider was killed in the line of duty on August 28, 2013 while performing an early morning raid in Catonsville looking for an individual wanted for a shooting.

BCPD LT Michael Howe, Part of MD Route 30 in Carroll County. Howe was 30-year veteran of the Baltimore County Police Department and a member of SWAT. He died of a brain bleed after returning from a murder/barricade/suicide situation.

Members recommended all four for approval to the Secretary.
