This is a critical tunnel, owned by Amtrak, in the Northeast Corridor in Baltimore, immediately to the south of Pennsylvania Station. Approximately 140 Amtrak and MARC passenger trains, as well as two freight trains, use the tunnel daily. The tunnel has a sharp curve and narrow spacing for trains.  Four different options are being studied to improve the corridor.
