III. New Business

First, Chairman James A. Calderwood introduced Philip Dacey, MDOT Director of Governmental Affairs.  Mr. Dacey presented on the office and how it interacts with federal, state, and local elected officials.  He also discussed the status of MDOT’s legislative package, which was still being finalized.
